GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS: 

 

1. Admission will be done as per COVID guidelines issued by the Govt. Wearing a mask and keeping social distance is mandatory for 
all students reporting for admission. 

2. Eligibility Criteria: Bachelor’s degree in any stream of a minimum of three years duration from a recognized University. The 
candidate must have clearly passed with an aggregate of 50% marks (45% for SC/ST candidates of Haryana only) at the graduation 
level.  

The candidate should have at least one year’s post qualification executive/supervisory/teaching experience. 

3. Mode of admission: Admission will be made based on merit. Merit will be made based on graduation marks and experience. *10 
marks would be given for each year of experience; maximum marks are 50 for the experience. 

No objection certificate from the current employer will be required to be submitted at the time of admission.  

4. All original documents will be required at the time of Manual /Institute Level counseling for verification.  

5. Candidates must attend the counseling physically and present themselves in person before the admission committee for the 
allotment of seats.   

6. The eligibility of the candidate for admission is subject to verification and submission of required documents at the time of 
admission. 

7. If a candidate reports late for the document verification during counseling, he/she will be eligible only for the available seats at 
his/her turn after the verification of documents. 

 Candidates have to deposit the fee amount Rs. 97375/-. Fee can be deposited in the form of a Demand Draft (drawn in favour of 
“Registrar J.C.Bose UST, YMCA Faridabad”) on the spot on offering the seat for admission. Payment can also be made by 
Debit/Credit card with applied charges.
